The CFP Accelerated Program at Ashton College is designed for experienced financial
planners (you need at least three years of relevant financial planning work experience to
gain admission) who want to fast track the academic requirements of the CFP designation.
The Program also includes two examination review sessions for the FPSC Financial Planning

Examination 1 (FPE1).

CFP®, CERTIFIED FINANCIAL PLANNER® and the CFP Watermark are certification marks owned outside
the U.S. by Financial Planning Standards Board Ltd. (FPSB). Financial Planning Standards Council is the
marks licensing authority for the CFP marks in Canada, through agreement with FPSB.

Who Should Take the Program?

Financial Planners with at least three years of relevant financial

planning work experience who intend obtaining the CFP designation.

The CFP Accelerated program fulfills the requirement established
by the Financial Planning Standards Council (FPSC) that CFP
professionals complete a FPSC-approved education program. The

CFP Accelerated program will also directly assist students who are

preparing to write the FPSC Financial Planning Examination 1 (FPE1).

Course Descriptions
The Program is made up of four courses. Students are not

permitted to register for single courses.

Course 1-Financial Planning Fundamentals: This course
introduces students to the fundamentals of financial planning
including the use of the financial calculator, analysis of financial
statements, fundamentals of family law, sponsored government

benefit programs.

Course 2-Contemporary Practices in Financial Planning: This
course focuses on basic income tax laws, professional and ethical
responsibilities of financial planners and different types of

business structures.

Course 3-Comprehensive Practices in Risk and Retirement
Planning: This course provides students with a comprehensive
understanding of the principles and applications related to the
management of risk, retirement planning, pension plans and

registered retirement savings plans.

Course 4-Wealth Management and Estate Planning: During this
course students review the basics of economics and investing,
explore estate planning fundamentals and financial management

principles.

Program Format
The Program consists of four Self Study Periods, four Seminars and

two Examination Reviews.

The four Self Study periods are each followed by a Seminar and
a final examination. The Program ends with the two examination

reviews.

Seminars typically meet Thursday through Sunday from 9:00am to
4:00pm (including the final examination). Examination Reviews meet

from 9:00am to 4:00pm.
